Guidelines for Lenten
Fast and Abstinence

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday—
Abstinence (from meat only) for all over 14

years of age; fast as well as abstinence
for those 18-59.

 Fast and abstinence means one full meal a
day as well as abstinence from meat. Other
two meals are to be small and nothing eaten

between meals.

All other Fridays in Lent—Abstinence from
meat only. On all other days of Lent we are to

follow our own conscience in making this a
time of prayer and penance.
